Each card has a letter & number (for example A3) in the top right
hand corner. It describes the surface and slope of the most
difficult parts of the main route.With the map and text, this will help
you to decide whether to do the whole route or just the easier
sections. The bicycle symbol indicates all or part of the route is suitable
for companion cycling.
